Using MEYCOR COBIT to audit IT internal control

1. Scope

Information systems are part of the organization's assets. Transactions are processed through technology, hence the later should be considered within the review of the internal control system.


The COBIT framework developed by ISACA defines Control Objectives and Audit Guidelines that provide an important baseline, since they can be applied to any technological situation.


A self-assessment approach allows for an intelligent use of the audit resources. This approach achieves a higher level of commitment from the auditee and directs the audit resources towards areas where more significant risks can be found.


The Systems Audit should aim to assure whether the technological resources are adequately controlled in order to contribute to the goal that the information generated should comply with the requirements of the organization being audited. Additionally you can determine the cases for which risks are not being adequately controlled and require improvements to the processes.
